Outreach & Ministry Prayer Update
In their most recent communication, Tim shared, “Foothill 
Christian Academy (FCA) opened for the second year with 
great joy. It has grown 42% from the end of last year until 
now, from 36 students to 51. We have had a rush of new 
students at the end of summer. Most of these are from 
other churches, now about half of our student body. This 
is an important statistic because Foothill Bible Church 
started the school to benefit their own families, yet many 
are coming from the community. This is not a problem, 
but it is a surprise. Thank you for praying for the two 
students who needed academic help over the summer; 
the evidence shows they have improved academically. 
Continue to pray that people looking for help educating 
their children would find FCA.”
