In their most recent communication, Tim shared,
“Our service at Foothill Christian Academy feels
very different this year. Last year, we had no
support staff except someone to serve the public
at the front desk. This year we have hired a School
Coordinator to handle many of the duties that I (Tim)
did. This person is a registrar, an admissions director, a
receptionist, and an administrative assistant. That
sounds like a daunting task, but with only 34 families
it is manageable. In addition, we have added a recess
supervisor to monitor the students at recess and lunch.
Adding staff is justified since we are teaching more
students this year and we are still growing. Please keep
praying for wisdom as we interview new families to make
wise decisions about who should attend the school”
