Outreach & Ministry Prayer Update

Tim & Renée Lugg
California

In his most recent communication, Tim shared, “In addition
to establishing Foothill Christian Academy, Renée and I
serve in the sponsoring church, Foothill Bible Church. Renée
is on the women’s ministry leadership team and has been
contributing valuable insights. They are also stretching her
in new directions by asking her to do new things. I am part of
their Training Center, which is a three-year ministry training
program for men. This requires significant time beyond
leading the school. One of the major concerns entering the
school year was the need for a balanced budget so that the
school did not weigh on the church’s finances. That prayer
has been answered by God’s provision of a large scholarship
donation. We can now be more generous with families who
apply for financial aid and remove the concerns that are
often a barrier to families enrolling. We are receiving more
inquiries this year because of word-of-mouth and social
media. Since school opened on August 27, we have had
six new families inquire about the school and we enrolled
one new student. Most of these meetings are for families
interested in the 25-26 school year”
