Outreach & Ministry Prayer Update
In his most recent communication, Tim shared: “Zephaniah 
ends his prophecy by talking about “that day,” referring to 
the end of time when God will make all things new. Promises 
like these remind us that our present and future are in God’s 
hands so we can rest knowing that all will end well. This 
truth drives us forward even at Foothill Christian Academy.

We began school this month (January 2025) with five new 
students and in the process grew another 10%. We opened 
school for the first time 15 months ago with 34 students, 
finished the first year with 36, and started the 24-25 school 
year with 51. We now have 57 students. Roughly half of our 
students come from our sponsoring church and half from 
nearby like-minded ministries. Next week we are hosting an 
Information Night/Open House for current and prospective 
families. One confirmed family is coming; they desire to put 
their children in the school and to be possible teachers. 
Please pray that many prospective families attend the event. 
We are promoting it through our current families, the 
church, and social media.”
